The May Apparition of Our Lady of Fatima – May 13, 1917 (continued) 

Request for the Daily Rosary
The children remained kneeling for a few moments in the marvelous light that enveloped 
them. Then our Lady made another request of them: “Pray the Rosary every day to obtain 
peace for the world, and the end of the war.” The children in their innocence and simplicity 
and living far from the fields of battle would have understood little about the harsh realities 
of the war. However, our Lady’s request that they daily pray the Rosary for peace was the 
only request she repeated in all six of her apparitions to the three visionaries. How powerful 
this prayer must be if it can obtain peace for the world. We, too, need to put into practice our 
Lady’s request to pray the Rosary daily for peace in our time and an end to the culture of 
death so prevalent today.

The First Apparition Ends but the Suffering Begins
Olimpia, Jacinta’s mother, thought Jacinta’s story about “the beautiful Lady from heaven” 
was simply a childish fancy. Her brothers and sisters laughed at the story and even made fun 
of their little sister. Her father, Ti Marto, a prudent man, believed his little daughter because 
she had never lied and because her brother Francisco confirmed her story. Ti Marto became 
the first believer in the Fatima apparitions. It was to be quite different for Lucia. Her mother, 
Maria Rosa, strongly disbelieved her. She thought Lucia was the instigator of a fraud, if not 
of a blasphemy. Complicating things further, the family had recently suffered a number of 
difficulties. Maria was afraid that people would become more angry at her family if her 
youngest daughter was fabricating a hoax. As a result of her mother’s attitude, the whole 
family turned against Lucia. Even friends and neighbors began to turn against her, making 
fun of her and mocking her…. Lucia’s whole world seemed to be caving in on her.
The sufferings our Lady had mentioned came quickly.

La Aparición de Nuestra Señora de Fátima – 13 de mayo de 1917 (continuado)

La Petición del Rosario Diario
Los niños permanecieron arrodillados por unos momentos en la maravillosa luz que los rodeaba. 
Entonces Nuestra Señora les hizo otra petición: “Recen el Rosario todos los días para obtener 
la paz para el mundo y el fin de la guerra.” Los niños en su inocencia y sencillez y viviendo 
lejos de los campos de batalla habrían entendido poco sobre las duras realidades de la guerra. Sin 
embargo, la única petición que Nuestra Señora de Fátima les hizo en sus síes apariciones a los tres 
videntes fue que rezaran el rosario diariamente pidiendo por la paz. Que tan poderosa debe 
de ser esta oración si puede obtener la paz para el mundo. Nosotros también debemos poner en 
práctica la petición de Nuestra Señora de rezar el Rosario diariamente por la paz en nuestro tiem-
po y el fin de la cultura de la muerte que prevalece hoy.

Termina la Primera Aparición, pero Comienza el Sufrimiento
Olimpia, la madre de Jacinta, pensó que la historia de Jacinta sobre “la bella Dama del cielo” era 

simplemente una fantasía infantil. Sus hermanos y hermanas se rieron de la historia e incluso se 
burlaron de su hermana pequeña. Su padre, Ti Marto, un hombre prudente, le creyó a su pequeña 
hija porque nunca había mentido y porque su hermano Francisco confirmó su historia. Ti Marto 
se convirtió en el primer creyente en las apariciones de Fátima. Para Lucia fue muy diferente, su 
madre, María Rosa, dudo fuertemente de ella. Pensó que Lucía era la instigadora de un fraude, o 
mas bien de una blasfemia. Para complicar aún más las cosas, la familia había sufrido reciente-
mente de varias dificultades. María temía que la gente se enojara más con su familia si su hija 
menor inventaba un engaño. A raíz de la actitud de su madre, toda la familia se volvió contra Lu-
cía. Incluso amigos y vecinos comenzaron a estar en su contra, burlándose de ella…. El mundo 
entero de Lucía parecía estar derrumbándose sobre ella. Los sufrimientos que la Virgen había 
mencionado llegaron rápidamente.
