PASTOR’S CORNER 
A NEW PENTECOST: Come Holy Spirit, Come; Come 
with your Fire! St. Joachim Parish welcomes Vernon 
Robertson. He is an international evangelist with roots 
in Scotland and a home in British Columbia. Through a 
parish staff retreat (Feb. 8), a parish ministries retreat 
(Feb 12, 2PM-4PM at Holy Spouses Hall), and a Confir-
mation retreat (Feb. 12 in the evening), Vernon will be 
helping us to understand what the Spirit is saying to our 
Parish, and then to instruct us on how to pray and fast 
for a NEW PENTECOST. Each of us should be deepening 
our LIFE IN THE SPIRIT, week by week, in the best 
way we know how. In the coming seasons of Lent and 
Easter, as an entire parish, we will be making a concert-
ed effort to practice best methods for entering into a 
NEW PENTECOST as the Spirit leads. For decades, the 
Holy Spirit has been at work deepening conversions 
through the dynamics already in place in our English 
and Spanish speaking communities: a well-stocked book 
store, youth retreat movements, catechism classes for 
children and teens, RCIA and adult preparation for Sac-
raments, marriage preparation and enrichment retreats, 
special events, speakers and concerts. Our Spanish-
speaking community is especially benefitted by two an-
nual evangelization retreats with weekly gatherings for 
large and small group faith-sharing for whole families. 
Beginning on March 4, the first Saturday in Lent, we are 
planning an annual Live Christ – Share Christ Retreat 
in English for adults and families. There will be a week-
ly follow up opportunity for small group faith-sharing. 
Please ask Jesus if he is calling you to be part of this 
first St. Joachim Parish Live Christ – Share Christ Re-
treat, and then “do whatever he tells you to do.” (John
