PASTOR’S CORNER

“You will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes upon

you, and you will be my WITNESSES ... (Acts 1:8) -
spoken by Jesus to his apostles and disciples just prior to his
Ascension into Heaven and his simultaneous deeper penetra-
tion into human life during the final age of history through the
church, the Sacraments and life in the Spirit.

Shortly after the assassination attempt in St. Peter’s Square on
May 13, 1981, Pope John Paul II chose Msgr. Carlo Caffara to
set up the Pontifical Institute on Marriage and Family. In
1983, Sr. Lucia, one of the children who received the messag-
es from Our Lady in 1917 at Fatima, wrote these words to
Msgr. Cafarra, “The final battle between the Lord and the
reign of Satan will be about marriage and the family.
Don’t be afraid. Anyone who operates for the sanctity of
marriage and the family will always be contended and
opposed in every way because this is the decisive issue.”
Msgr. Caffara was appointed Cardinal by Pope Benedict XVI
in 2006. As I was preparing a power-point presentation for the
May 31st mini-retreat to launch the new bi-lingual St. Joa-
chim Parish Eucharistic Army of Praying Parents, I came
across a retreat conference given by Cardinal Caffara in May
of 2017 for the 100™ Anniversary of Fatima. As the battle
rages around us between the culture of death and the civiliza-
tion of life and love, there is the temptation to be over-
whelmed by the seeming complexity of the issues and, then,
to be discouraged by the apparent futility of an individual to
do something effective in the face of such strong negative
forces. We are tempted to retreat into complacency about
working for the common good and, to instead, focus on work-
ing only to meet our own needs. Last week in the parish bulle-
tin, the Pastor’s Corner presented the U.S. Bishops’ warning
about the so-called “Equality Act” recently passed by the U.S.
House of Representatives. The parish bulletin also published
the letter of Bishop Joseph Brennan of Fresno warning us of
the anti-life (SB 24) and anti-religious freedom (SB 360) bills
that are pending in the California legislature. Many politicians
strongly support abortion up to birth and they are now going
even further. They are proposing radical bills that would over-
turn every single pro-life law nationwide. They are also insti-
tuting plans that would prevent states from even passing pro-
life laws in the future. Both the sanctity of life and the sanctity
of marriage are under attack in our days more than ever be-
fore. What should we do? How should we respond? In the
next Pastor’s Corner 6-16-19, I will share Cardinal Caffara’s
inspiring and insightful answers to these questions.
Meantime, the bilingual Ministry of Praying Parents in-
vites all parish communities to join together on June 12,
2019 at 6:00 pm for the Holy Rosary and the Sacrament of
Confession. A bilingual Mass will begin at 7:00 pm fol-
lowed by a bilingual Holy Hour at 8:00 pm. Come, pray
for your children and the children of the whole world.

"Recebiran la fuerza del Espiritu Santo el vendra sobre
ustedes, para que sean mis TESTIGOS... (Hechos 1:8) -
hablado por Jesus a sus apdstoles y discipulos justo antes de
su Ascension al cielo y su penetracion mas profunda y simul-
tanea en la vida humana durante la era final de la historia a
través de la Iglesia, los Sacramentos y la vida en el Espiritu.
Poco después del intento de asesinato en la Plaza de San
Pedro el 13 de mayo de 1981, el Papa Juan Pablo II eligi6 a
Monseior Carlo Caffara para establecer el Instituto Pontifi-
cio sobre el matrimonio y la familia. En 1983, Sor Lucia,
uno de los niflos que recibi6 los mensajes de Nuestra Sefiora
en 1917 en Fatima, escribi6 estas palabras a Monsefior Cafa-
rra, "La batalla final entre el Sefior y el reinado de Satanas
sera sobre el matrimonio y la familia. No tengas miedo.
Cualquiera que actie por la santidad del matrimonio y
de la familia siempre sera contendido y opuesto en todos
los sentidos, porque este es el tema decisivo." Monsefior
Caffara fué nombrado cardenal por el Papa Benedicto XVI
en 2006. Mientras preparaba una presentacion de punto de
poder para el miniretiro del 31 de mayo, para lanzar el nuevo
Ejército Eucaristico bilingiie de Padres Orantes de la Parro-
quia de San Joaquin, me topé con una conferencia de retiro
dada por el Cardenal Caffara en mayo de 2017 para el 100°
aniversario de Fatima. A medida que la batalla nos rodea
entre la cultura de la muerte y la civilizacion de la vida y el
amor, existe la tentacion de sentirse abrumado por la aparen-
te complejidad de las cuestiones y, a continuacion, desalen-
tarse por la aparente inutilidad de un individuo de hacer algo
eficaz frente a las fuerzas negativas tan fuertes. Nos sentimos
tentados a retirarnos a la complacencia de trabajar por el bien
comun y, en su lugar, centrarnos en trabajar solo para satisfa-
cer nuestras propias necesidades. La semana pasada en el
boletin parroquial, en el Rincon del Parroco presente la ad-
vertencia de los Obispos de Estados Unidos sobre la llamada
"Ley de Igualdad" aprobada recientemente por la Camara de
Representantes de los Estados Unidos. El boletin parroquial
también se publico la carta del Obispo Joseph Brennan de
Fresno advirtiéndonos de las facturas contra la vida (SB 24)
y la libertad antireligiosa (SB 360) que estan pendientes en la
Legislatura de California. Muchos politicos apoyan fuerte-
mente el aborto hasta el nacimiento y ahora van aun mas
lejos. Estan proponiendo proyectos de ley radicales que anu-
larian cada una de las leyes pro-vida en todo el pais. Tam-
bién estan instituyendo planes que impedirian a los Estados
incluso aprobar leyes pro-vida en el futuro. Tanto la santidad
de la vida como la santidad del matrimonio estan siendo ata-
cas en nuestros dias mas que nunca. ;Qué debemos hacer?
.Como debemos responder? En la siguiente Rincon del
Parroco 6/16/19, compartiré las inspiradoras y perspicaces
respuestas del Cardenal Caffara a estas preguntas.
